We are in urgent need of your help!

At present we have one baseball field and an all-weather batting cage. Although these serve
well for our varsity team, they do not allow enough practice field time for our Junior Varsity
teams. If we are to have a strong Baseball Program in the future, we must improve and offer
better practice facilities.

Since most of our fund raising does not happen until the beginning of baseball season, our
cash flow does not provide the funds needed to get the facilities ready before the season
begins. Most of our resources last year went to paying for the All-Weather Batting cage, a
major improvement that has really helped our teams.

For now and in the future we are creating a Fund that will be used for a new practice field
and all major field improvements. This fund and a plaque placed at this facility will be
named in honor of and dedicated to Jay Sevier.

Jay graduated from and played baseball at Concordia; and was the freshman baseball coach
and a teacher at CPHS for the 2006-2007 season. He also coached many of the Cedar Park
boys at Canyon Ridge Middle School prior to that. Jay was a major influence on so many of
our kids before he left to join the Army in 2007. He passed away September 19, 2009,
within his final training as a Green Beret. It is with great honor that we dedicate this new
field to him.
